SIZE:  Width ï approximately 40-42ò           Length ï 40 ï 50 ñ long. 

FABRIC: 100% cotton -no embellishments or buttons.  COLORS: Tops can be any color. 

Make it a bright happy quilt.  Backings can also be any color, print or solid. 

QUILTING:  The quilts are washed often, so please machine quilt them no farther than 4ò 

apart.  DO NOT use monofilament (invisible) thread.

Wasnõt it wonderful when the Vernal Equinox finally arrived?  After some bitterly cold weather, those brave, 

beautiful posies popped out anyway.  In celebration of their appearance and to keep them with some lucky winner 

year -round, weõve chosen a block from the May/June 2000 issue of Fons and Porterõs For the Love of Quilting. 

Fabric Choices ñ Gather your pastel collection to make this 1930s - style block.  

METHOD:  Appliqué a posy using method of your choiceðneedle-turn, fusible, machine, etc.  If  you are go-

ing to needle-turn, add 3/16ò to the templates below.  If using fusible web, use template exactly as it is. 

Fabric Requirement:   

12-1/2ò square of White-on-White (background) - Your block will be 12-1/2ò to finish to a 12ò block. 

Pastel Green for Leaves (all four leaves the Same Fabric) 

Four Different Fabrics Pastels of the Same Color for the Petals (4 pink prints, 4 blue prints, etc.) 

Yellow for the Center of the Posy.  (Choose from your stash if you didnôt pick one up at March meeting)

____100 Bed Quilt ï Pieced, size: twin, full, queen, king. 

____200 Bed Quilt ïMixed Pieced and Applique, size: twin, full, queen, king. 

____400 Wallhanging ï Large,  Pieced, size: sum of all sides larger than 181ò. 

____500 Wallhanging ï Large,  Mixed  Pieced & Applique, size: sum of all sides larger than 181ò. 

____700 Wallhanging ï Small,  Pieced, size: sum of all sides equals 180ò or less. 

____800 Wallhanging ï Small, Appliqued, size: sum of all sides equals 180ò or less. 

____900 Wallhanging ï Small,  Mixed, Pieced and Applique, size: 180ò or less. 
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____1000 Miniatures ï Completely scaled down in all features from a large quilt design. It may be no larger 

than 24 inches square or have a perimeter greater than 96ò. If the quilt is block style, no block may be larger 

than 4 inches square. All techniques are included in this category. 

____1100 Other Techniques ï Wholecloth (marked by maker; not pre-stamped), cathedral window, crazy 

quilt, embroidered, stenciled, stained glass, tied, and others that fit into no other category. 

____1200 Group Quilt ï Any size, completed by two or more people (not professionally quilted). 

____1300  Youth Quilt ï Completed by a one or more person under 18 years of age. 

____ 1400 First Quilt ï First bed-sized quilt completed within the last three years by the maker (not profes-

sionally quilted). 

____ 1500 Wearable Art ï Clothing or accessories, pieced or appliquéd. 

____ 1600 Juvenile ï A quilt intended for use by a small child, such as a crib quilt.  

____ 1700 QBTS Challenge Quilt ï Wallhanging made for 2010 QBTS Challenge. 

____ 1800 Studio Art Quilts ï  Must be solely your own original quilt design and may contain any techniques 

or embellishments. If working from a photo, the photo must be solely your own composition. The decision to 

enter this category is left to the discretion of the entrant. 

____ 1900 Kits ï Judged on workmanship only. (example: stamped wholecloth, or commercial block of the 

month, fabric included  (no professionally quilted entries please). 

____ 2000 Display Quilt ï Entered for display purposes only, and not for judging.
