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SCRAP QUILT CRITERIA
A $100 award will be presented for the scrap quilt the judges decide is the best in the show and
follows all criteria. This monetary award is not suggested for Best Of Show or first place in
any specific category so that the average quilter will have a chance at winning the award
Criteria are: Must be a member of the Quilters By the Sea Guild.
Must be a scrap quilt with at least 50 different fabrics.
Can be any size or technique
Must be quilted, not tied.
Decision to be made by the judges.
Can be professionally quilted
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DOT STANTON CRITERIA

This year, 2010, is the 25th anniversary of the Dot Stanton Award. It is also the last time this
award will be presented. A $100 prize has been donated by the family of Dot Stanton, a former
guild member, for the past 24 years. It is expected there will be a special exhibit of these award

-winning quilts at this year’s show.
Criteria are: Perimeter of the quilt must be 280 or larger (sum of all sides).
Must be hand quilted.
Must be made by only one person. That person must be a current member of QBTS.
